The present letter of intent contains the agreements reached for future cooperation among regional partners from the Baltic Sea States on the political level. For this purpose, a cross-border 'political strategic board' will be constituted. This document serves solely as a statement of intent concerning an agreed project period within the BSR INTERREG III B project “eHealth for Regions” and a contract to be concluded at a later date.

Article 1: Objectives

1.1 
The stated intention is to safeguard in long term, beyond the EU funding period (BSR INTERREG III B project ending 31st May  2007), the effectiveness and acceptance of cross-border medical care within the Baltic Sea Region, particularly in the Baltic Sea States. Priority objective: low-cost patient care accompanied by quality improvement.

To make eHealth a meaningful clinical tool, a useful tool for patients and their relatives as well as a tool of securing higher quality of health care.

To optimise cross-border medical care by means of  eHealth processes,  e.g. in the context of medical care  for cross-border commuters (frontier workers) and tourists.

To make available a cost-effective concept for cross-border care to improve the quality of medical care and raise patients' quality of life in the Baltic Sea Region.

To ensure the possibility of attracting further partners from European countries to join the project.


Article 2: Term of the joint project agreement / 'strategic board' members

2.1 Start date of the agreement: 04th November 2005

The 'strategic board' will be established for an indeterminated period. Its members may terminate their membership at any time they wish.

Each country/region independently selects one member as its nominated representative.

2.3
The nominated member may nominate a deputy to attend a scheduled meeting.

2.4
Each nominated representative may bring a maximum of one health care expert from a partner region  for advisory purposes.2.5
The four work-package leaders are the secretariat of this board and participate as such in the meetings.

2.6
There can be one associated member from the national level of each country/region.

Article 3: Cooperation model

3.1 The members of the 'political strategic board' are committed to ensuring long-term continuity after the end of the project period (May 2007).
